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Standard data values are provided when a data attribute has a pre-determined set of terms, codes, 
and/or numbers that must be used in order for the data to be valid. The purpose of standard data 
values is to ensure consistency and accuracy within a system and across multiple systems. 

The following list provides NWCG’s standard data values for this data attribute:

Type 1 Incident Highest management level utilized during the wildfire event 
is Type 1 

Type 2 Incident Highest management level utilized during the wildfire event 
is Type 2 

Type 3 Incident Highest management level utilized during the wildfire event 
is Type 3 

Type 4 Incident Highest management level utilized during the wildfire event 
is Type 4 

Type 5 Incident Highest management level utilized during the wildfire event 
is Type 5 

Type 1 Prescribed Fire Highest management level utilized during the prescribed fire 
event is Type 1 

Type 2 Prescribed Fire Highest management level utilized during the prescribed fire 
event is Type 2 

Type 3 Prescribed Fire Highest management level utilized during the prescribed fire
