Work/Rest and Length of Assignment Requirements
Program Area:  Fire Management
Purpose:  Provide the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) fire program Work/Rest and Length of Assignment interim guidelines for the 2003 fire season.
Policy/Action:  The National Wildfire Coordinating Group (NWCG) has issued Work/Rest and Length of Assignment guidelines for the 2003 fire season (Attachment 1). The BLM has accepted these guidelines as interim policy for the 2003 fire season. This policy supercedes previous direction on this subject, including that published in BLM Handbook 9213-1, Interagency Standards for Fire and Fire Aviation Operations 2003 (pages 4-2 to 4-5).  

Please note that achieving compliance with 2:1 work/rest ratio guidelines is based on an employee’s total time on duty during the prior work period.  

The NWCG guidelines will be issued as an amendment to the 2000 Interagency Incident Business Management Handbook.
