Suggested codes for waypoints captured with GPS on fires.  The objective for these codes is to enable the clear and efficient communication of location information on a fire.  The codes are designed to be as short as possible to reduce effort and confusion in the field.

Prior to collection of points and tracks on the fire the GPS unit should be cleared of previous waypoints and tracks.
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
